   Question


	In what way is propaganda used in Animal Farm?

	Activating

   Strategy
	Show images of propaganda posters from WWII as well as modern day example(s). Ask students to respond, considering the question – Is propaganda always negative? Also consider the effectiveness of each example

	Previewing

   (Key Vocab)

	Teaching Strategies

   (Activities)


	1. Think, Pair Share. – After responding to the propaganda posters, have students pair off and share their responses with another classmate.  After giving the students adequate time to do this, bring the group back together and consider the answers as a class.
2. Definitions – Spend a short amount of time covering the key vocabulary for this day's lesson, 'propaganda' and 'maxim.'  Ask students to indicate maxims both utilized on the propaganda poster examples, as well as any other modern day examples they can think of, both utilized on the propaganda poster examples, as well as any other modern day examples they can think of.

3. Cues/Questions & Whole Group Discussion – Watch political propaganda commercials. Do you view these commercials as 'positive' or 'negative' propaganda and why? Consider the audience.  Consider what the aim of the commercial is – what is meant to be achieved or conveyed through the commercial?

4. Lead-in to Assessment – Introduce the unit project at this point.  Allow students the rest of the time to brainstorm ideas for their project as well as confer with other students, if necessary.
